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It might happen when you are standing on the seashore watching as
the sun sets and ignites the sky and the sea with colours that will
stain your memory for a lifetime. Suddenly there’s a sense of
presence that the poets try to capture in verse. It envelops your
whole being and remains even when you close your eyes. When the
sun has finally set you walk home entranced as if in a dream. God is
beauty, harmony, truth and goodness; when you come into contact
with any of these you can encounter the touch of God. It may be in
the countryside, at the sea or in the mountains. It might happen in a
picture gallery, a concert hall or an opera house. Whenever it
occurs it opens up a deep yearning in your heart for the One who
has touched you and you come to understand for yourself what St.
Augustine meant when he said that our hearts will be restless until
they rest in God. A prayer life that had before consisted mainly of
asking for things, of petitions, now seems to be insignificant as the
heart yearns to experience more fully, more deeply and more
completely the Someone who has searched you out and who calls
you onward into the unknown.
