15th November 2009

This year the relics of St. Therese of the Child Jesus have
visited our country. From the age of 15 to her death at 24
she chose to live cut off from the world in a Carmelite
Monastery. Her life was a life of voluntary ‘imprisonment’
rooted in her love for God. But strangely a life that was free
and reached beyond confining walls to touch the world with
its simplicity. Her love expressed in the most mundane
actions of daily life continues to speak to the hidden
recesses of hearts trapped in 2009 sophistication. She
understood and lived the paradox of imprisonment.

The pain and suffering of confinement and imprisonment is
devastating with the power to destroy individuals, families,
societies and nations. This pain and suffering also has the
power of the impossible to heal and love people into a new
level of living where peace, not violence, is the currency of
exchange. Can we have the vision to see and be the
impossible in our struggles with the forces of imprisonment?
