According to the saying of the Lord and Saviour, the kingdom of 
God does not come in such a way as to be seen.  No one will say, 
‘Look, here it is!’ or, ‘There it is’; because the kingdom of God is 
within us. The word is very near us; it is on our lips and in our 
heart. It is clear from this that when a man prays that God’s 
kingdom may come, he is praying, as he should, for the kingdom of 
God which is within him, that it may rise, flourish and reach its full 
growth.  Every saint is subject to God’s reign and obeys the 
spiritual laws of God who dwells in him as in a well-governed city. 
The Father is present within him and Christ reigns with the Father 
in the soul which has become perfect, as he said: ‘We will come to 
him and make our home with him.’ 
 
For those of us who press forward unceasingly, the kingdom of 
God which is within us will reach its full completion when the 
apostle’s words are fulfilled, that Christ, with all his enemies 
subject to him, will deliver the kingdom to God the Father so that 
God may be all in all. And so, praying unremittingly in the spirit 
which the Word inspires in us, let us say to our Father who is in 
heaven; ‘Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come.’
