We can apply this to our own way of penitence, a way which is so 

necessary for every man and woman in this world, and above all necessary 

for the evangelist. We must always remember that it is the consideration 

of God’s mercy towards us, his power and his goodness, that helps us to 

realise our poverty and need of salvation.
