Rembrandt’s painting and his own tragic life have offered me a 
context in which to discover that the final stage of the spiritual life is 
to so fully let go of all fear of the Father that it becomes possible to 
become like him. As long as the Father evokes fear, he remains an 
outsider and cannot dwell within me. But Rembrandt, who showed 
me the Father in utmost vulnerability, made me come to the 
awareness that my final vocations is indeed to become like the 
Father and to live out his divine compassion in my daily life. Though 
I am both the younger son and the elder son, I am not to remain 
them, but to become the Father. No father or mother ever became 
father or mother without having been son or daughter, but every 
son and daughter has to consciously choose to step beyond their 
childhood and become father and mother for others. It is a hard and 
long step to take – especially in a period of history in which 
parenthood is so hard to live well – but it is step that is essential for 
the fulfilment of the spiritual journey.
