The practical advice of teachers is to chew the words of scripture in small 

doses. You chew the Word as a cow chews the cud. By continuous 

rumination the finer flavours and nutrients are released to delight and 

enlighten the mind and heart. If you are not living in the fourth-century 

Egyptian desert or on Bere Island the practice can be adapted to any life 

style: Choose a time and a quiet place to sit or walk with a short passage 

of the gospels. It could be a parable, a healing story or some words of 

Jesus. Modern editions of the gospel arrange the texts in short sections. 

The aim is not to read a lot. The discipline is to stay within the passage 

selected but with a sense of deepening freedom and openness. Read and 

reread the passage or parts of it, even aloud when you feel like it. After 

several rereadings you will probably find a particular word, a detail or 

phrase standing out and asking for closer attention. Zoom in on it not like 

a jet attacking a target but like a birdwatcher following a rare specimen. 

The art is to listen with the heart. To taste the truth of an experience with 

the spiritual senses.
