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The newly alive Jesus worked a revolution in consciousness in his 

first disciples. This got them communicating among themselves in 

ever-more diverse media. First by word of mouth, later on bits of 

papyrus. Papyrus had been used in Egypt and later dominated 

writing methods throughout the Graeco-Roman world until the 

fourth century. From that period papyrus began to be replaced by 

vellum, a parchment material of greater durability and cost made 

from animal skins. The earliest complete gospel manuscript is made 

of vellum and dates from the fourth century. The type of writing 

used was uncial which allowed no choice, for example, between 

capitals and lower case – son of god or Son of God, word and Word. 

And so, after the breath of human speech it was vegetable and 

animal fibre that carried the words of Jesus, those words that are 

spirit and life, into history. Today it’s silicon chips and fibre optics 

that communicate the same message. 

The telling of the story remains essentially oral, person-to-person. It 

is the same story which the woman from whom Jesus once cast out 

seven devils was the first to tell: 

Mary of Magdala went to the disciples with her news:                                    

‘I have seen the Lord!’ she said, and gave them his message.
