Christ is here, today, and he says to me, “You are my presence in the 

world. I live in you. I was dead and I rose and I returned to my Father so 

that you might be able to continue my mission of salvation in this present 

world which you see and touch today, in all its experience of struggle and 

expectation, of decline and hope. The world, moreover, is not made up 

simply of souls. The world is also society’s customs and mindsets focused 

on death rather than life, and its harmful power structures. Such is the 

world in which you must bear witness to me. My disciples are those who 

struggle to save the whole of creation, for that is what my Father willed 

and that is the mission he entrusted to me. To save means to rescue the 

human conscience from its enslavement to evil. It means to restore breath 

to all living things by wresting them from the grip of the Evil One.” 

“Lord, it is no simple matter for any human being to escape this spiral. 

Moreover, your disciples sometimes feel that they are all alone. Your 

farewell at the Supper still feels to them like a definitive departure. And 

yet, as soon as your words enter our hearts, we feel your promise 

renewed: ‘I will not leave you orphans!’ And the certainty of your words is 

always with us: ‘Take courage. I have overcome the world!’”
