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Fourth Sunday of Easter

The early Church proclaimed her faith in a formula of two words – “Kyrios 
Jesus” – Jesus is Lord. For the early Christian this proclamation meant 
“Jesus is lord of my life.” It implied a personal relationship with Christ, in 
which he abandoned himself completely to the Lord. There is adoration in 
it. The formula also means that Jesus is Lord over every power in this 
world. There are no restrictions. Every power on this earth is transcended 
by Jesus. What is the greatest power in this world? Death. A politician may 
be very powerful, but one day he will die. An athlete may be very strong 
but one day death will be stronger. “Jesus is Lord” means that Christ has 
overcome that power: “and the last of the enemies to be destroyed is 
death, for everything is to be put under his feet” (1 Cor 15:26). “Jesus is 
Lord” because he is raised from the dead. In a verse which is abundantly 
clear because of the parallelism which says things twice St. Paul states: “If 
your lips confess that Jesus is Lord and if you believe in your heart that God 
raised him from the dead, then you will be saved” (Rom 10:9). “If your lips 
confess” is synonymous with “if you believe in your heart;” and “Jesus is 
Lord” is equivalent to “God raised him from the dead.” The corresponding 
formula is “Christ Jesus.” Christ means “the anointed one,” “the Messiah.” 

When we can identify Jesus of Nazareth, the carpenter-Rabbi who died on 
a cross, with Christ the Lord, then we believe.
