SAINT PETER AND SAINT PAUL

Constantine, when he built the first basilica of St. Paul, is said to have
placed the body in a coffin of solid bronze. If so the coffin was stolen
or destroyed, probably with its contents, at the time of the sack of the
church by the Saracens in 846. All that can be seen today is a slab of
marble, with the words somewhat rudely carved thereon —

PAVLO APOSTOLO MART
But Western Christianity itself is really his monument.

The date and circumstances of the martyrdom of St. Peter are even
more uncertain. According to an ancient story, the truth of which we
see no reason to doubt, the Apostle saw his wife suffer first, one of
the many victims of Nero’s cruelty. ‘Then was the blessed Peter glad
because she had been called and was now going home. So he lifted up
his voice and cried to her in an encouraging voice, addressing her by
name, and saying, “O thou, remember the Lord”. Such was the
marriage of the blessed ones and their perfect love.’
