Prayer is an expression of faith and trust in the Lord; it is an act that is 

peculiar to and characteristic of the believer. It takes place in the 

context of the love that we know to be marked in its very source by 

gratuitousness. Prayer is in fact a loving dialogue, to use the 

description given by Teresa of Avila. It arises as a humble and trusting 

response to the Father’s gratuitous gift of love and expresses our 

desire to share that gift in an unaffected way with our brothers and 

sisters. Mary’s canticle says it well: “My soul magnifies the Lord, and 

my spirit rejoices in God my Saviour, for he has regarded the low 

estate of his handmaiden”. 

 
Like every dialogue of love, prayer runs the risk of being interpreted 

as a “useless activity”, whereas in point of fact it is precisely an 

experience of a gratuitousness that creates new forms of 

communication. It is expressed, for example, in the silence proper to 

prayer, as indeed to every loving encounter (human experience bears 

witness to this). A moment comes when words can no longer 

communicate the depth of what is experienced. Simple and silent 

presence is a touchstone of love.
